Itis an antiseptic, sterilizing solution. It is
used for the prevention of bacterial, fungal
and viral infections of the skin, as well as
for the disinfection of the skin and
mucous membranes before injections.

Open the syringe and attach the needle.

Itis used in the case of light
punctures in the heart region,
neuroses.

Itis an antihypertensive drug, used
to lower high blood pressure.
